I am writing to inform you that we are inviting 50 Year 9 students to participate in a visit to Sheffield Hallam University 
for a Higher Education Taster Day. 
 
The visit is free of charge and will take place on Monday 20th January 2025.   Students can gain places to attend on a 
first come first served basis. Students who have been successful in gaining a place will be informed and further 
documentation will be sent home to be completed and then returned to school.  This will include arrangements for 
students getting home once they arrive back at school. 
 
On the day, students will be transported by coach, and will be accompanied by members of staff, from both Armthorpe 
Academy and the University throughout the day.  The coach will depart from school at 9.00am and return to the 
academy at approximately 3.00pm.   Students are allowed to wear, University suitable, non-school uniform on the day 
to ensure that they get the full experience of University life.

be split into 2 or 3 groups depending on student numbers and staffing) 
12.45 - 13.15 Lunch (Packed lunches in room or outside weather permitting) 
13.15 - 14.00 Q&A with student ambassadors / Evaluation/ Wrap up of the day 
14.00 Walk back to the bus stop to be collected

met school expectations this half term will be withdrawn from the activity.   An opportunity will be available next year 
to supplement the curriculum.
