Transition arrangements

Further to the recent extension of lockdown restrictions, we have unfortunately had to adapt transition arrangements to ensure government guidelines are adhered to and maintained.  Working in close collaboration with your child’s primary school, we are all keen to ensure some face-to-face transition can occur.  Given children from different feeder schools cannot cross ‘bubbles’, we have allocated each feeder school a specific day for transition.

Transition for Southfield students will take place on Monday 5th July. 

Year 6 will visit the Academy from 9am until 2pm.  This is to ensure Year 6 can arrive and depart whilst other students are in lessons.  This will enable bubbles to be maintained, but also help to ease any anxieties students may have about entering school with older children.  Parents are asked to drop children off at the main entrance between 8:45 and 8:55 ready for a 9am start.  Armthorpe staff will be at the gate ready to meet, greet and escort children into the main building.

Children should wear their primary school uniform and bring a pen, pencil and ruler with them.

Children will be taught in primary school bubbles and remain in the same teaching space for all lessons.  Armthorpe staff will move to the children.  Students will experience three different subject lessons to familiarise themselves with routines and expectations at Armthorpe.  Students will eat in the main canteen, again to familiarize themselves with the area. A cold grab-bag lunch will be provided for all students; however, students can bring a pack lunch if they prefer.

We have visited Southfield to speak to Year 6 students transitioning to Armthorpe already.  We are conscious however that we have not had the opportunity to speak with parents.  We appreciate transition can be an anxious time for families therefore we are facilitating a socially distanced evening for Southfield parents on Monday 28th June at 4:00 – 5:00pm.  At this meeting will share our ethos, routines, values and expectations as well as informing you about operational matters such as uniform, parent pay and arrangements for the first day in September.  To aid social distancing, we ask just one parent/carer attends with each child.
